Typically, the 10k concludes around 9:30
AM, allowing roads from 2nd Street to Mar-
shall/Joyce to reopen shortly after, while
downtown street closures will continue from
Chestnut Street to 2nd Street until the
conclusion of the 5k and KidsK events.

To facilitate the event, no street parking is
allowed along the racecourse. Vehicles
parked on Main, Pike, or 2nd Streets must be
moved before 8:00 AM to avoid towing. Free
parking is available at the City Parking
Garage, Jackson Square’s lower lot, the lot
behind the Public Library, and any street
parking outside the racecourse. Please note
that Jackson Square's covered lot is reserved
for another event.

The Cecil Jarvis Greater Clarksburg 10k is
more than a race; it i1s a community event
encouraging health and fitness and inviting
visitors to our city. By participating or cheer-
ing from the sidelines, residents contribute to
the vibrancy and economic vitality of Clarks-
burg.
